CU-ICAR is a 250 acre site located off of I-85 in Greenville, South Carolina.  As a research center for 

Clemson University , the ICAR development has generated significant investment in the Greenville area. 

Partners in the first phase of the campus include BMW, AT&T, Michelin and Sun Microsystems. With 

more than $200 million in commitments, CU-ICAR represents the ultimate public/private partnership, di-

rectly fueling a knowledge base critical to the automotive industry. The first “Technology Neighborhood 

was completed in 2008, with four more neighborhoods planned to complete the ICAR and Hubble Light-

ning campus that includes ample open space and amenities.
